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Choose and complete one project from each row

Mark your choices, and turn this in with your completed products
	Create a realistic diorama or other 3D depiction of trenches, no man’s land, and trench warfare. Include as many details, and make it as realistic looking as possible.

	Create a WWI crossword puzzle (typed.) You must include major parts of the war, including causes, impacts, events, and people. You must have at least 40 items. Crossword creator tools are available on the internet to assist you with formatting.
	Create a propaganda poster for WWI. It must be original (not copied) colorful, meaningful, and fitting to the period. This piece should be something that appears as if it were created for WWI. You can do this for any country involved, for any perspective.

	Create a video re-enactment demonstrating trenches, no man’s land, and trench warfare. Be as realistic as possible, within reason. Minimum of two to three minute video. You may do this one with a partner if you choose.


	Create a photo essay (such as Photo Story or PowerPoint) of WWI. Photos must include brief explanatory captions. Photos must be selected carefully to include major causes, events, weapons, people, and impacts. Period music added to it would be good (if program allows.) Minimum 3 minute presentation.
	Choose an actual propaganda poster from WWI (find one online) and write a one page essay about what it meant, what the purpose of it was, who it was aimed at (target audience) and your evaluation of its effectiveness in meeting its objective. Include clues that lead you to understand what it means. Turn in a copy of the poster with your essay.

	Create a detailed poster board showing all major aspects of trenches, no man’s land, life and fighting in the trenches, and more. You must include a great amount of detail. Include color and written explanation of each component.

	Create an animation video about the causes, events, and impacts of the war. Possible sites to use are xtranormal, GoAnimate, fluxtime, dfilm.com. These sites are free to use, and contain help to get started creating your video.
	Write and perform a rap, poem, or song (you can speak it to present) that could be used as a propaganda piece during WWI. It must be realistic, and be something that could have been written at that time—in other words, it must be historically accurate.
